ATrauma is a leading cause of preventable death and disability in young persons
around the world

AlLeading cause of mortality in people aged < 44 years

AOutcomes after trauma are worse in lower resource environments

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Example of a Trauma Team

ATrauma Team Leader (TTL)
-Supervises team members in resuscitation

- Assigns roles and tasks

- Makes decision about interventions and patient disposition (Home, Intensive Care Unit, CT scan, Angiography, Operating Room,
Morgue)

ATrauma Surgeon +/- other consultants

- Not available in every location

~Trainees / Physician extender

ANurse

ARespiratory Therapist

AAdditional allied health professionals (pharmacy, radiology, etc)
